Our membership is
over 90% female, with the majority between the ages of 35 and 49 who
own at least one horse and have ridden and competed for more than 15
years. The membership is spread across 10 Areas of the U.S. with heavy
concentration along both coasts, and also includes international
members, particularly from Canada. Members compete in the range of all
eventing levels from Starter to Advanced, and the average member
competes at the Novice level at four to six USEA recognized competitions
each year. The average member also typically participates in one to two
educational clinics per year. Most USEA members hold at least a
bachelor's degree, own their home, and also own a horse trailer and a

The USEA Eventing Coaches Program (ECP), formerly known as the
Instructors' Certification Program (ICP), educates all levels of
eventing coaches to confirm their knowledge base, both theoretical
and practical, which they will build upon through their careers. The
USEA hosts workshops to train coaches and keeps a database of
cerlified coaches for all riders, students, and competitors 1o utilize,
knowing they have an accredited ¢oach, The USEA offers

The USEA hosts an annual ECP Symposium each winter. Hundreds of
spectators gather to learn, observe, and ask questions. The

The USEA Young Event Horse program also offers an educational
symposium in the winter months that focuses on the training and
evaluation of young eventing prospects. This event is a great
opportunity to reach coaches, trainers, professional riders,
amateur riders, and breeders with an interest producing the next
generation of stand-out equine partners.




USEA EMERGING
ATHLETES U21 PROGRAM

The USEA Emerging Athletes U21 Program (EA21) was launched in 2022 with a
model of five summertime regional clinics taught by selected USEA Eventing
Coaches Program (ECP) certified coaches, leading to a winter national camp
consisting of selected Young Riders from the regional clinics. Athletes who are 21
years or younger, are current members of their USEA Young Rider Area program,
and are established at the Training Level or higher, are eligible to apply for the EA21
program. This is a great program to gain exposure with the young elite riders of the
LS.
